| recently had an opportunity to travel to Hart-
ford, CT, and found time to visit the ARRL
Headquarters while out there. Newington, CT is
actually a part of the Hartford, CT urban area.

The facility is comprised of two buildings, the
W1AW historical building, and Headquarters, a
two story building. There are three sets of an-
tenna arrays there, one for the W1AW regular
broadcasts, one for the visitor's operating sta-
tions , and the third set is on the HQ building for
employees to use while on breaks.
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The main ARRL administrative building as
seen by Nels (WA9JOB).

The tour began from the old radio museum foyer
of the HQ building, and a walk down the main
hall reveals more of the old radio collection, pic-
tures, certificates, other memorabilia, and the
Woulf Hong.
