| know at least a few other ORC members besides me are having a great time seeing how many
W1AW/n stations we can work as it moves to different states each week. It is not too late to start since
each state will be repeated later in the year. You can still get a W1AW Worked All States award.

Besides the W1AW stations there is the Centennial QSO Party where you can work other ARRL member
stations and gather points. ARRL members are worth 1 point. Life members are worth 2 points. ARRL
officials are worth additional points. The ARRL has a web page up now that helps you track your points
if you submit your logs to the LoTW program. You can also see how many points a station is worked if
you are manually keeping track. The page is https://centennial-gso-party.arrl.org/w1aw-portable-
qgsos.php

The big contest this month is the Wisconsin QSO Party. The ORC used to do quite well in this one as a
club. It starts at 1:00 PM CDT on March 9 and runs for seven hours. Work each station once on CW
and once on SSB on each band. Multipliers are Wisconsin counties, states and Canadian provinces.
More information is available at http://www.warac.org/wqp/wqp.htm

The other big contest is the CQ SSB WPX contest starting at 0000Z on March 29 and runs for 48 hours,
but you can only operate 36 of them. You can work anyone. QSOs are worth different numbers of points
depending on the band and if they are on different countries or continents. Multipliers are the different
call sign prefixes. You send a signal report and serial number for the exchange.

There are a couple of interesting DXpeditions in March. One that is going on right now is to Christmas
Island. The call sign is VKOX/K7CO. He will be there until March 11 and is operating 80-10M, SSB, CW
and PSK31. Since it is only one guy you have to work him when you can because he might be on a
band where we don't have propagation the next time you are on.

Another operation from an island owned by Australia is VKOMT from Mellish Reef. They will be on from
March 29-April 9. They have 10 operators on this one and it appears they will have 5 stations set up.
This looks like a pretty big effort.

A group consisting of mostly German hams will be operating from Sri Lanka March 10-23. The call has
not yet been announced but will probably use the 4S7 prefix. They will be operating 160-6M, CW, SSB,
RTTY and PSK31 with up to 4 stations on at a time. Sri Lanka is in the Indian Ocean and propagation to
that part of the world can be difficult, so this would be a good catch on any band.

An other interesting one for RTTY enthusiasts is ZL7/OE2SNL from Chatham Island. This will run
March 13-18. Activity will be on 80-10M, mostly RTTY with some CW. If you miss this one there will be a



second chance when a group operating ZL7AAA will begin on March 20 and running to April 1. They will
be on SSB, CW and RTTY.

That wraps up this month. The number of DXpeditions and big contests wind down after this month.
With no end to this long winter in sight, you might as well wait it out with time on the air.

The Computer Corner

No. 192: Backup in the Cloud

Thanks to Gary Sutcliffe (W9XT) for suggesting this subject.
Cloud backup generally means that you are backing up your data
to an online storage facility, where copies of your data reside on
that facility’s hard drives. This can be a boon, and some of the
online storage services have some very nice features that auto-
mate the process. For example, some put a folder on your desk-
top; when you drop a file in it, it is sent out via the Internet to the
storage facility. For small amounts of data, it can be free. On the
other hand, it can be expensive if dealing with a lot of data, and
there are some concerns for privacy of the data as well for any
site that is not under your physical control. On the other hand, an
off-site facility could save your data if your home computer(s) are

destroyed, such as in a fire.

Dropbox is the one everyone thinks of because it was the first such program/service around. It claims
over 200 million users currently, and has servers scattered around the world. You can sign up for 2 Gb
of free storage, and you can gain an additional half gig for every friend that you proselytize to sign up.
They offer storage above the 2 Gb minimum for about a buck a gig (per year). Note, however, that if you
do not access (add to or remove from or copy from) your 2 Gb of data for a year, they can erase it! Be
sure to read the fine print from any of these services you might choose. Dropbox or a similar free service
might well be your answer if 2 Gb will cover your needs. If security of an off-site facility is a concern for
you, it might be more secure to purchase a USB hard drive and backup your files at home.

Here is a non-exhaustive list of some possibilities you might explore for off site backup. Data is current
as of February 2014, and not all plans are shown for each company. Just Google the ones that interest
you for details.

Backblaze. $5/month/computer/unlimited storage. $3.96/month for the 2-year plan.

Bitcasa. Free/2 Gb. $10/month/1Tb.

Crashplan. $5.99/month/computer/unlimited; $13.99/month/unlimited/2 or more computers.
Carbonite. $59.99/year/unlimited.

Dropbox. Free/2Gb of storage.

SOS. $9.99/month/100Gb.

Livedrive. $8/month/computer/unlimited.

MozyHome. Free/2Gb of storage. $5.99/month/50 Gb/1 computer



Spideroak. Free/2 Gb. $10/month/100 Gb.
Zoolz. $3/month/computer/unlimited space. $2/month if you buy 5 years.

Now, having provided you with enough data to get you started in cloud computing, let me reflect that |
personally do not/would not use even a free service for backing up data, for several reasons. One is se-
curity concerns, mentioned above. For example, even some avid users of one or another of the backup
companies above will not put sensitive personal data on them, such as income tax information, social
security numbers, banking or investment information and the like, for fear the backup may be compro-
mised. Another concern is policy changes. Companies are purchased by others all the time, and the
ensuing mergers may cause changes to policy that users do not agree with. Users may have little re-
course but to shop for another backup solution.

My own approach to the problem of backups is through a careful plan of on-site networking and backup
software. Each of my five computers contains a C: partition for Windows, a D: partition for programs and
an E: partition for data — all the creations my wife or | generate. While the C: and D: partitions vary
somewhat depending on the version of Windows and the software needed for that computer’s mission,
the E: partitions on all five computers are completely identical. Every new creation (letters, articles such
as the one you are reading now, PowerPoint presentations, drawings, etc.) is written to the other 4 com-
puters shortly after creation. Two of the computers are in the basement and three are on the top floor. It
is unlikely that the hard drives of all five would be destroyed at one time. Plus, | store periodic backups
on DVDs, as well.

That is my approach, and it has worked for me in the past. The scheme has been reality tested when
hard drives have failed. When a hard drive dies, | simply put in a new one, load Windows on the C: parti-
tion and critical programs on D:, then get it on the network and restore the entire E: drive from one of the
other 4 copies of it.

On the other hand, a cloud backup solution may work better for you, and you now have a start with the
list in this article. | leave you with a single thought: no matter how you do it, do it! It is said that there is
a gremlin in every computer who is ready to sting you if you do not do backups, but if you do, he will
mostly leave you alone. Happy computing.

Understanding Test Equipment©

Last month we looked at making
current measurements (A for |
amps) in circuits which were 10
amps or less. What if you want to
measure larger currents up into
the hundreds or even thousands
of amps? Is that really possible?
Yup...by using an accessory
referred to as a Current Clamp.
The concept originally came from
a company called Amprobe who
manufactured a clamp-on
instrument used just to measure —
current hence the name. Those type of meters (clamps) are still manufactured
with the addition of a lower level voltmeter incorporated. We’'ll discuss those at a later date.

A current clamp accessory is typically available in two flavors. One being a transformer device, pictured
on the left, used to measure AC current, and the second is a Hall-effect device used to measure AC or
DC current which we’ll discuss next month.

The current transformer, depending on its rating, will convert 1A to TmA. The connection to the DMM
(Digital Multimeter) is the same as if you inserted the meter in series with your load. The black lead is
placed in the negative-jack and the red is connected to the mA-jack. You'll need to turn the rotary knob
to AC mA, and in addition interpolate the reading in your mind from mA to Amps. The mA reading is
direct, i.e., there is no decimal point. You might see a display of 25 mA, not .025 Amps, which makes it
pretty easy to see your circuit has a current flow of 25 Amps. This is one of the reasons there is a mA
range on the meter. The floor lamp on the left is drawing 1.83 amps, but you will notice the range is
mMAAC. What do you do if you don’t have a mA range? You may still use the clamp in the current mode
of your meter as long as you remember 1 Amp = .001 Amp. Resolution is usually lost and you won't
have the “direct” read out on the display. Remember the measurement you are making is the current
flow which is occurring in one leg of a circuit. One of the biggest mistakes | used to see was someone
who wanted to know how much current an appliance was drawing by placing the clamp around the line
? .| cord. Guess what...the draw was zero! That's because

the clamp was around both wires, and the opposite flowing
current cancelled the other. You need to have a means of
capturing the current in just one of the wires as shown
using a current clamp adapter (pay attention to the rating of
the device) for line cords. The one shown in the picture is
using a x1 opening while the other opening is a x10 which
may be of help with measuring an extremely low current.
The other neat benefit to using a current clamp with a DMM
is that you’re able to make use of the Min-Max feature of
the instrument. That means you are able to capture the
inrush current of a motor or appliance at start up.

As | mentioned earlier, we’ll discuss the DC current clamp
which uses the Hall-effect to make its measurement next
month. You're welcome to ask any questions on the “ORC

Clubs, especially those in California, Delaware, Florida, Maryland, Ohio,
Pennsylvania, Texas, Virginia and Wisconsin (areas of preferred residence for some
of the scholarships), are encouraged to announce these opportunities at their meetings,
in their club newsletters, during training classes, on their nets and on their club’s web
pages.

Getting your radio merit badge in 1930 — could you do it?

To obtain a Merit Badge for Radio, a Scout must:
1. Receive and send correctly a message of not less than five words per minute.

2.(a) Explain how and what he would transmit in order to establish communication
with another station.

(b) Make up a sample radiogram including the body of the message.

3. Tell what the United States Radio Laws state about wave length, power, operating
hours and kinds of apparatus for amateur radio stations; whether a license is
necessary for all such stations, whether the operator needs a license; how one knows
what calls to use at an amateur station.

4. Write down 10 of the most important “Q” signals and give the meaning of each.

5. Draw from memory, using correct symbols, the circuit diagram for a low power, short
wave transmitting set. Describe each part of the apparatus and explain briefly its
purpose. Explain how to use a wave meter in connection with this transmitting
apparatus to obtain radiation on the proper wavelength.

6. Draw from memory, using correct symbols, a wiring diagram of a complete receiving
set, using a vacuum tube detector, and one stage audio frequency amplifier showing
all essential apparatus and including antenna and telephones. Describe each part of
the apparatus and explain briefly its purpose.

7. Explain the difference between continuous waves and modulate or interrupted
continuous waves.

8. Construct with his own hands a practical working receiving set and demonstrate it's
operations for receiving signals from a station 25 or more miles away.

9. Submit satisfactory evidence that he has located and repaired a fault in a receiving set.

10. Explain how to install an antenna, how to connect it for use on a sending and
receiving set, how to ground it properly and how to protect it against lightning and
power wires.

Note. — The holding of a first grade amateur license and a regular or special amateur
license will exempt the holder from examination on counts 1, 2, 3, and 4. Both the
operator’s license and the station license must be presented before the local Court of
Honor and shown to be in force at the time the badge is awarded.
