Tips,Tails & Tools

The US House Energy and Commerce Commit-
tee's version of the Communications Opportu-
nity, Promotion and Enhancement (COPE) Act
of 2006 includes an amendment requiring the
FCC to study the interference potential of BPL
systems. The panel voted April 26 to send the
much-talked-about "telecoms rewrite" bill to the
full House for its consideration. "Outstanding

news!" was the reaction of ARRL CEO David
Sumner, K1ZZ. "This is a major victory for the
ARRL," he exulted, noting that the amendment
"received significant opposition" from utility
companies.

Rep Mike Ross, WD5DVR (D-AR), proposed the
amendment, and, with the support of Committee
Chairman Joe Barton (R-TX), the committee
agreed by voice vote to include it in the bill.
"This puts the House Energy and Commerce
Committee on record as having concerns about
BPL interference,” Sumner said.

Advanced Class = 6 (5%)
Extra Class =45 (39%)



Summary: There would seem to be a large pool
of potential candidates (41%) in the membership
interested in a class for the FCC “General Class”
license so as to earn HF privileges. It appears
that most who have a General Class license
continue on for an “Extra” class license (39% of
membership). It also appears that we could use
more programs & projects directed at the Tech-
nician Class 40% of our membership.

Summary: About a forth of our membership
have been a HAM for only 3 years or less.

A Portable 100 Watt HF Sta-
tion
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It all started with retirement. After being retired
for awhile you start to notice certain work-related
things that have not been used for years but you
just could not discard. And there the project be-
gins.

A well-worn sample case and an aversion to
discard anything were the start of the HF
portable station.

There was a day when | would lug samples of
small gel/cell batteries with me on sales calls
and for that task | had a leather covered carrying
case that measured 18“1 X 13“ h X 7"w — just
the perfect size to contain a portable HF station.

If it's going to be portable, it has to have a bat-
tery and the one from my Harley was just the
right size both physically and in capacity (12
Ah). This would also allow connection of my 50-
watt solar panel to maintain the battery on sunny
days. To recharge the battery from the mains |
could use a small 14 VDC, 4 amp switching
power supply salvaged from a laptop computer.

The rig to be used was the ICOM 706-MKIIG
from my truck. Since this has no automatic an-
tenna tuner, | chose to include a small Heathkit
tuner | picked up at Grayslake. | added a neon
lamp to the tuner to aid during the antenna tun-
ing process.

| also included a Midland SWR meter which |
again, picked up at a swapfest for a couple of
dollars.



The only remaining items to include in the sta-
tion were the key, mic, headset and manuals.

Now the case had to be partitioned and made to
accommodate all the desired items. Naturally,
the battery being the largest and most weighty
item controlled the partition layout.

The station includes a 12 Ah AGM battery,
ICOM 706 MKIIG, SWR meter, key, mic, and
antenna tuner. Note that Anderson Power-
pole connectors are used throughout.

Notice there are two sets of leads with An-
derson Powerpole connectors from the 12
Ah AGM battery. This allows the battery to
supply the transceiver while also being
charged by either a 14 VDC power supply or
a solar panel.

The battery used was an Absorbed Glass Mat
(AGM) lead acid battery from my Harley that
contains no liquid acid allowing that it can be
mounted on it's side. Note that it is well venti-
lated and mounted within a plastic liner.

The right hand compartment was fitted with sup-
port rails and a lid thus providing a lower storage
area. This lower compartment was used to store
the SWR meter, charger, cables and an assort-
ment of coaxial connectors. The lid is then
placed over the lower compartment and an

It all fits and the lid will close.
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upper compartment is formed in which the ICOM
706 MKII G is stored.

Is it really portable? Well it has a handle on it but
| carry it using both hands.
