Leon Rediske, K9GCF, a long time member and five term
president of the ORC passed away at his second home in Ft.
Meyers Florida on May 6™, 2014 due to a brain tumor.

Leon grew-up on his fathers Rainbow Airport in Franklin WI
and this was the start, at age 5, of his lifelong interest and
career in aviation. While working at Rainbow Leon earned his
aviation mechanics (A&P) license and his pilots instructors
(CFI) license. Throughout his career Leon owned a variety of
aircraft and logged thousands of hours in the air as pilot in
command as well as an instructor.

During his high school years Leon got interested in electronics and earned his first amateur radio license
in 1957. It was during these years that he met ORC member Dave Pueringer (KOKBE). Dave recalls
how one evening they went flying in a Piper J3 and they played tag with the search lights of the various
car dealerships. Then he attended Milwaukee Institute of Technologh (MSOE) where he earned a
degree in broadcast engineering. In the late 60’s he was working for West Allis Electronics and left to
work full time at Rainbow. It was in 1973 that Leon bought Rainbow from his father (Ed) and acted as a
Cessna aircraft dealer in addition to his other responsibilities.



In 1986 the county decided they needed the property for other purposes and the airport was closed.
That’'s when Leon and Jane (KB9SYI) moved to Grafton and Leon continued to fly out of Timmerman
field and the West Bend field where he was a member of EAA Chapter 1158.

Upon moving to Grafton Leon joined the ORC and eventually became a five term President. He was also
an active field day participant.

DX’ing & Contesting

Multipliers are
the different call sign prefixes (W9, WA9, WB9, WD9, K9, KA9, etc.). QSOs have different number of
points depending on the band and where they are located. Contacts to other continents and contacts on
the lower bands are worth more points. Complete rules are at www.cqwpx.com/rules.htm

The dates are May 24-25 UTC. Unfortunately this is the Memorial Day weekend. | have a hard time op-
erating this one. Normally | am at Dayton the week before, and have a ton of yard work and other things
to catch up on. If the weather is good, | don't want to spend the weekend inside anyway. | used to oper-
ate it more often when Dayton was in April. | remember it being the first contest | worked over 1000 con-
tacts in a single weekend.

DXpeditions are also a bit light this month. Depending on when you read this, the PYOFF operation may
still be going. It is done by a friend of mine, Bill, WOVA. Bill goes down there from time to time. | remem-
ber the first time | worked him was during an ARRL DX contest. Fernando de Noronha Island was an all



time new one for me at the time. | tuned across him CQing. | was excited to pick up a new one as |
called him, but just about fell out of the chair when he came back with “thanks Gary!” | did not know it
was Bill that was the operator. You never forget QSOs like that. Bill will be there until May 8.

Another friend of mine, Ken, K4ZW, will be in Laos until May 9, operating with the call XW4ZW. Ken also
coordinates the webinars on contesting, propagation and other interesting topics for the World Wide Ra-
dio Operators Foundation. These happen once a month or so and are free. Check out wwrof.org for up-
coming and archived webinars.

One of the biggest operations this month is to the Dodecanese Islands near Greece. There will be a
group of Greek hams operating there from May 3-11. They will be on all bands 160-6M, SSB, RTTY, and
CW. The call sign is SX5LA. Dodecanese is not super rare, but worth working when you can.

The length of daylight increases a lot in May. This opens up a fun polar path into Russia, Siberia and
some of the rarer former Russian Republics and other countries in central Asia. Point your beam to the
north on 20 meters late at night and see what you can hear. | have had a number of enjoyable evenings
working station after station on this path. As soon as | finished with one station, one or two others would
call me. | also picked up some of the rarer stations in the Indian Ocean on this path. Check it out.

That wraps up May. As always, there are interesting things to do on the HF bands.

The Computer Corner

No. 194. The Whole Truth

Microsoft is not telling the whole truth. Some would say, “Oh well, Mi-
crosoft is a large corporation and one cannot trust large corporations
to tell the truth, especially if it affects their bottom line”. The point is,
they have told the public something that will force a lot of people (and
companies) to scramble to spend money right now in upgrading their
copies of Windows or buying new machines. It could easily be done
more gently and without panic. You need not dump your XP machine

According to their website, “After 12 years, support for Windows XP ended April 8, 2014. There will be
no more security updates or technical support for the Windows XP operating system. It is very important
that customers and partners migrate to a modern operating system such as Windows 8.1.”, and so on.
They go on to say that Microsoft Security Essentials will not be available to download on XP machines
after 8Apr2014. However, if you already have MSE installed on an XP machine anti-malware signature
updates will be available through 14July2015. Antivirus for XP is not really an issue, though; there are
so many fine free antivirus packages out there that no one should care about MSE. | personally have
already switched over to Avast or Panda on all machines | control.

So what does this “end of support” really mean? It means they have told their programmers not to make
any new updates for XP. All of the old updates are available. To prove this, | wiped all software off a
laptop on 12Apr2014, repartitioned it and loaded a fresh copy of Windows XP Professional on the hard
drive. The next day (13Apr), | used Windows Update to download and install over 150 updates for the
machine from the Microsoft servers. It went smoothly and Ed Rate (AA9W) now has a freshly minted XP
laptop ready for use. So all the updates dated 8Apr2014 or earlier are there and available for use. Yes,
there were updates released on 8Apr, so if you did not update your machine, do it now.



Microsoft has couched their announcements in terms that make you think that your home computer is
dangerous and dead, right now. Of course! They want to sell you Windows 8. Or they want a vendor to
sell you a new machine with a copy of Windows 8 on it. Either way, they add to their bottom line. By the
way, most of the gurus know that Windows 8 is not very good. Windows 7 is much better. Demand 7 if
you buy a new machine (as many corporations already have done).

So what to do? Take your time to make a considered decision. Remove MSE right now, and add Avast
or Panda antivirus. Both are free, just as MSE was. Google and get a copy of Windows 7 Upgrade Ad-
viser from Microsoft and run it to tell you if your machine can handle Win7. If it can, go looking for a
copy. | recently purchased a valid copy with a product key for about $55, and have subsequently acti-
vated it with Microsoft. Be sure to get that key.

Don't panic. Your current XP will continue to serve you well for a while. You need not worry about vul-
nerabilities for a few months or more. Take your time. Get something new that will satisfy your needs.
And never believe everything Microsoft tells you. Happy computing!

No. 195. Strange Happenings with XP

I think Microsoft is not telling the whole truth, as I said in the last article. Here are a couple of comments I got
from XP users recently, which seem to strengthen that belief.

“Everything was going well with the DELL, until today. Hmmm - the system suddenly takes forever to log-
in and to bring up all the application icons. I brought up the system in SAFE mode and attempted to use a
restore point from Monday with no luck ("incomplete restore'). I have never gotten this "deep" into system
issues and consequently am LOST! Have you seen this before or can suggest what to look at for this
slow/incomplete start? I saw a message about the "Antimalware Service Executable" having an issue and
closing. I hope it is not related to the end-of-support as this is a fine machine!”

“I think you may be right about Microsoft messing with computers. [ turned on the laptop today, and couldn't get

past the sign in button. I then cold booted, and went into Safe Mode to try and restore. I could work in Safe Mode,
but am still stuck at the sign in, even though it appears the restore took. I might play with it some more or at least
go back to Safe Mode to delete files I had stored. However, they are files that I really don't need, as I have links to
programs on my other computer.”

“So a few people early this morning still running Windows XP reported that their machines seemed to
have slowed to a crawl, barely responsive and almost as if infected with some sort of virus. At the same
time, they noticed an error message stating antimalware service executable has encountered a prob-
lem...At first | thought it was just a fluke, but doing some research this evening, it seems that it was
caused by an update to Microsoft Security Essentials (and other software packages) that include an an-
timalware protection component. Unfortunately it is buggy on certain older versions of Windows — includ-
ing Windows XP. One of the solutions (other than the obvious of upgrading to Windows 7 or Windows 8)
while keeping Microsoft Security Essentials installed is to disable the ‘behavior monitoring’ feature in
MSE. This is based on an official Microsoft suggestion posted in their Microsoft System Center Support
forum... it’s not the same product, but it does share the same affected antimalware component. Im-
portant: do not uninstall MS Security Essentials if you’re on Windows XP unless you have another securi-
ty or antivirus software package, as Microsoft no longer offers it for download from their site!”

When | got these and other messages with cries for help, | told the users NOT to mess around with disa-
bling the behavior-monitoring feature in Microsoft Security Essentials. There are just too many very fine,



FREE antivirus packages out there that are as good as or better than MSE. | told them to rather follow
these 4 steps: 1. Download the (free) AVAST antivirus installation file to their desktop. Be careful to get
the free version. 2. Using the Control Panel's Add or Remove Programs applet, uninstall Microsoft Se-
curity Essentials. 3. Double click that file you downloaded to the desktop to install AVAST. 4. Reboot
the computer. In each case, | got a return message something like this one.

“As suggested, I removed MSE, installed AVAST, rebooted and WOW - the computer (virtually) flies again!”
Problem fixed.

Now, I ask you. Is it not convenient (for Microsoft) that XP users are having trouble with their machines within
hours of the time that Microsoft has stopped support for XP? Is it not peachy keen (for Microsoft) that a large pro-
portion of those users will throw their hands up in disgust and buy a copy of Windows 8, or a new machine with
Windows 8 on it? Is it a mere coincidence that these events are surfacing just when Microsoft wants to twist user
arms to migrate to their newest operating system? You be the judge. But, if you are an XP user, please don’t cave
in. Happy computing!

Understanding Test Equipmento

There are a lot of different ways to use a DMM (Digital Multimeter) to diag-
nose problems. One of the more common usages is to find a missing volt-
age while tracing a circuit. Most technicians will do the tracing by placing the
negative (black) lead from the DMM to a chassis, if you're measuring DCV,
or to one side of an ACV power source and then moving the positive (red)
probe from point to point back from the load toward the source. The assump-
tion is a known power being applied to an appliance but the appliance (load)
is not functioning, i.e., dead. What | would like to do is present a little differ-
ent method of finding an open circuit, or a highly resistive one, by measuring
the voltage drop “across” simple components such switches, connectors,
lugs, terminals and wires.

What | mean is to test simple
devices which “appear” to be
OK when looking at it. The
car battery terminal in the pic-
ture is a perfect example. There is no visible corrosion,
it's not lose, but it isn’'t necessarily a good connection.
Especially under load, i.e., when attempting to start the
vehicle and drawing a large current. | helped my neigh-
bor one day, who is a very good mechanic but was una-
ble to figure out why the starter solenoid would chatter on
his brother's car when he turned the key. The battery
was relatively new, the dome light and radio worked, all
the connections looked good. He was thinking it was the
starter or solenoid when | asked if he measured for a voltage drop across the various connectlons He
said, “no”. So | made several measurements similar to the one shown in the photo as he turned the key
to start. Guess what...there was a voltage of 0.4 Volts DC! Look at the picture and ask yourself why
would there be ANY voltage between those two points??? It should be ZERO! If you leave the
black probe where it is (chassis-frame) and put the red probe on the positive terminal of the battery,
chances are you would think the voltage drop was due to a poor battery which wasn’t supporting the




starter current. Now the scenario even gets better. Let’s say your conclusion is a bad battery, and you
replace it. You remove both battery connectors...clean both of them...clean the battery terminals on the
new battery, and reconnect. Wow...you fixed it. It starts! The downside is that it wasn’t the battery...IT
WAS A DIRTY CONNECTOR, which happened to become clean when replacing the battery. I've seen
the same thing at the terminal of a starter. Probe to center post and probe on the lug showed a voltage!
Why? Again, it was a dirty and a highly resistive connection. This happened on my son’s jeep. The
garage he took it to wanted to replace the starter. | told him what | had found and the mechanics re-
sponse was that he never seen anything like that...replacing the starter always fixes it. Well, | am sure it
does. Again, remove the starter, clean the lugs and reconnect. Yup...that fixes it. But again, poor con-
nection, not a bad starter. Returning to the photo again, if both probes are placed on the center posts of
the battery you wouldn’t have see the voltage drop at all.

OK. The message | am trying to get across is to make voltage measurements across devices which you
would not expect to be a problem. Center post to lug, lug to lug of a wire, ground post of a device to
ground, the female part of a connector to the male part of the connector and even across a closed
switched. These are all places where there should be absolutely NO VOLTAGE INDICATED! If there is
ANY voltage indicated, it means the connection is highly resistive or it is open. Could you find a bad
connection using an ohmmeter? Yes, but there are times when a fault will only appear under
load...when a current is being drawn.

Don’t forget to ask your question on the “ORC Radio Chatter” forum board. | look forward to hearing
from you.

Alpha Clean-up For the Scholarship Fund

J 11 Agroup of 5 or 6 of us from the club went out and walked
around the site. Our group conclusion is that this new ar-
ea is going to be better than where we had been setting
up. It was prepared for rentals, but never rented and
therefore most of it has a decent lawn that is kept mowed.
It also has 120 VAC lines present that will allow cooking
activities to be performed without using any generator
power. The last item is probably the most important; the
land is approximately 45-55 higher in altitude than the
original site, so our signals will have a better chance of
getting out better!

Early in April | got into a conversation with Ed Rate, who inquired if | could use my 240 VAC radio shack
supply to test out an Alpha 78 Linear Amp. It had been donated to the Scholarship Fund from the family
of a Ham from the Jefferson, WI area.

Geez, this sounded great, since | love old broken dirty, beer stained items to work on! We went over to
the Barn and picked up the amp and | was able to get it into the basement with my two wheeled dolly. It
weighs about 80 pounds, | am starting to realize | can'’t lift and haul things that | did when | was 28! It
was heavy! The picture here shows the amp as received, with the original paint color.



The amp had not been powered up for several years,
so the first task was to see if the high voltage filter caps
would form up. They were very high quality Mallory
computer grade caps, all my contact with these turned
out well in the past, so | was optimistic. Due to the
complexity of the circuitry in the Alpha amp HV area, it
soon became apparent that the most practical ap-
proach was to form the caps using an external HV
power source. Selecting a transformer not used for
years, | applied DC voltage and over a 24 hour period
got the caps formed up to the 1700 VDC level. Every
3-4 hours | would crank up the auto-transformer anoth-
er couple of hundred volts. All went well, everything
worked as normal. | let it go at 1700 VDC for another 24 hours, prior to going any further. The normal
voltages for this amp are 1500 VDC in CW and 2200 VDC in SSB. | do have four “DANGER HIGH
VOLTAGE” signs that | set up around this kind of situation, then | barricade my work shop with chairs so
no other family member can venture into that zone. Seems to work pretty well!

Alpha had a major quality issue in the early 1980’s. This serial number amp was shipped in the fall of
1980, so it fell under that umbrella. The paint used was called a “NON SCRATCH PRODUCT” Um, it
might have not scratched, but it also never cured. As | received it, the paint was still sticky! That would
be almost 34 years after the paint was sprayed!

We did a little exploring and found that Alpha now offered replacement front panels, a powder coated
item that was perfect. After a discussion with Ed Rate and Gary Drasch, a new front panel was ordered,
and the old, still sticky sheet metal cover was stripped and repainted. | am very pleased as to how it
turned out; | feel it looks brand new. See the shots of the interior below, | felt it appeared like it had left
the factory last week Tuesday!

The amp was originally designed to run at a maximum
of 1 KW output, to match the FCC requirements in
1980. However, now Alpha provides an input circuit
update that allows reaching the current legal limit of
1500 watts output. | installed this mod and tested the
amp.

Prior to any modification, the amp would provide 990
watts out, close enough to suggest all is working well. |
then installed a modified, Alpha certified input circuit
and fired it up again. This mod was designed to allow
reaching the current legal ouput limit of 1500 watts,
using 100 watts of drive. The amp quickly hit 1679
watts output with 70 watts of drive, so, the mod seems
to have done the trick!

It is a beautiful piece of equipment, and will be taken to Dayton for sale for the Scholarship fund. | am
glad | had the opportunity to work on an Alpha amp, every single part was a high quality item. We
expect it to sell for something above $1600.

The picture below shows the amp with a brand new powder coated front panel and a stripped and
repainted sheet metal cover. A really nice amp for $1600+ !!

New open UHF repeater in Ozaukee County sponsored by WERA is now on the
air at the highest point of Ozaukee County.
