[This is a true copy of the original Constitution of the Ozaukee Radio Club; only one spelling error (liaison) has been changed from the original.  We think this was prepared in August 1973.  This conjecture is based on a Trustee license tucked in with the original (shown after this document).  At any rate, it is clear that this Constitution was adopted by the club on 11Feb1976.  Note that this is NOT current; it has been amended several times since the original adoption and is reprinted here for historical interest only.  Both Section 1 (dues) and Section 2 of Article V are especially amusing.]

OFFICIAL COPY

We, the members of the Ozaukee Radio Club wishing to secure for ourselves the pleasures and benefits of the association of persons commonly interested in Amateur Radio, and by virtue of the powers given to us by the State of Wisconsin, do enact this constitution as our governing law.  It shall be our purpose to facilitate the exchange of information and general cooperation between members, to promote radio knowledge, fraternalism and individual operating efficiency, and to so conduct club programs and activities as to advance the general interest and welfare of amateur radio in the general community.

ARTICLE I: MEMBERSHIP

The corporation is to have one class of members.  Any applications for membership shall be submitted to any meeting and each applicant must express a willingness to abide by the Constitution and such rules as shall from time to time be promulgated by the corporation.  Two-thirds of those present must approve the applicant and his dues shall be paid before he shall be considered a member.

ARTICLE II: OFFICERS AND DIRECTORS

Sec. 1
The officers of this corporation shall be: A president, vice-president, a secretary, a treasurer, and an activities manager.  The panel of officers shall also be the board of directors.

Sec. 2
The officer-directors shall be elected for a term of one year by majority vote of the members present.  This election shall take place at the annual meeting of the corporation.

Sec. 3
Vacancies occurring between elections may be filled by special ballot, at the first regular meeting at which the withdrawal or resignation is announced, or may be filled by appointment by the board of directors.

Sec. 4
Officer-directors may be removed on motion carried by not less than three-fourths vote of the membership.

ARTICLE III: DUTIES OF OFFICERS

Sec. 1
The president shall preside at all meetings of this club, and conduct same according to the rules adopted, he shall enforce due observance of this Constitution, decide all questions of order; sign all official documents that are adopted by the club, and none other, set the dates for the annual and regular meeting; and perform all customary duties pertaining to the office of president. Upon completion of his term, the president shall prepare an historical summary thereof for inclusion in the official corporate records.

Sec. 2
The vice-president shall assume all the duties of the president in the absence of the latter.

Sec. 3
The secretary shall keep a permanent record of the proceedings of all meetings, keep a roll of members which shows their addresses, submit applications for membership, carry on all correspondence, read communications at each meeting, counter-sign such documents as his position requires, and perform all other duties pertaining to the office of secretary.

Sec. 4
The treasurer' shall receive and receipt for all monies paid to the club; he shall keep an accurate account of all monies received and expended.  He shall pay no bills without proper authorization from the board of directors.  He shall report all activity upon his account at each meeting.

Sec. 5
The activities manager shall organize club member radio station activities, and plan and recommend contests for operating station activities, and plan and recommend contests for operating benefit, and to advance the general club interest and activity as may be approved by the club.  He shall maintain general close liaison with the ARRL Emergency Coordinator or SEC to further the fullest possible club participation in the Amateur Radio Emergency Corps.  He shall keep informed by questionnaire or other means of the equipment, normal operating frequencies and hours, and type of operation of such members as possess station equipment to facilitate emergency organization and to help in planning general interest activities.  He shall assist new stations in reporting activities to the corporation and to the elected Section communications official of the ARRL; and these things to make the reputation of the club and amateur radio activities in the community as outstanding as possible.  He may appoint traffic committees or assistants to aid him in specific branches of activity.

Sec. 6
All officer-directors shall at the expiration of their terms turn over all corporation records and any other corporate property they might have in their possession to their successors.

ARTICLE IV: MEETINGS

Sec. 1
The annual meeting of the corporation shall be the first meeting date in the month of January.  Regular meetings shall be held each month.  Special meetings may be called by the president at any time, and must be called by the president upon written request of any five members of the corporation.  Notice of the regular and annual meetings shall be given in such a manner as the president deems expedient.  Five days notice by mail shall be given for any special meeting.  Such notice by mail shall be deemed to be delivered when deposited in the United States mail addressed to the member at his address as it appears on the records of the corporation, with postage thereon prepaid.  Only such business as is designated in such notice shall be transacted at such special meetings.

ARTICLE V: DUES AND ASSESSMENTS

Sec. 1
Dues shall be one dollar ($1.00) per year.  In addition to dues, the members by majority vote of those present at any regular meeting, may levy upon the general membership such assessments as shall be deemed necessary for the business of the corporation within its object as set forth in the preamble hereof.  Non-payments of such dues or assessments shall be cause for expulsion from the club within the discretion of the board of directors.

Sec. 2
The sum of one dollar and fifty cents ($1.50) shall be assessed of any member refusing to furnish an article to the editor of the club newspaper when asked to do so.

ARTICLE VI: QUORUMS

Sec. 1
One fourth of the members shall constitute a quorum for the transaction of business at any meeting of the corporation.

Sec. 2
Three directors shall constitute a quorum of the Board of Directors.

ARTICLE VII: COMMITTEES

Sec. 1
The following standing committees shall be maintained within the corporation.  The chairman and members thereof shall be appointed by the president from time to time.

A. Interference

B. Entertainment

C. Publicity

D. Field Day

Sec. 2
The president shall appoint other temporary committees as the need arises.

ARTICLE VIII: 
AMENDMENTS

Sec. 1
This constitution may be amended by a two-thirds majority of members attending a meeting.  Proposals for amendments shall be submitted in writing at a regular meeting.  Notice by mail as in ARTICLE IV above must be given of any meeting at which this constitution is amended.  The notice shall contain, among other things, the substance of the proposed amendment.

Sec. 2
The board of directors may not amend the constitution.

ARTICLE IX: CONDUCT OF MEETINGS

Sec. 1
Robert's Rules of Order, Revised shall govern the conduct of corporate meetings.
